Instead, these guys got married, got degrees, got responsibilities.  Sometimes they just settled for drone jobs and playing guitar alone in their room. 

But whatever their lot in life, they’ve never forgotten their rock and roll dream. 
THE SHOW
The stars of READY 2 ROCK will leave the comfort of their homes, families and steady jobs to live out their long-lost dreams of forming a rock band. They must all be able to play instruments at least adequately; we are not going to teach them to play. What we are giving them is an opportunity to live their dream of being in a band.  
We don’t pick an existing band.  We may find a guitarist in Miami, a drummer in Cleveland, a singer in Phoenix. All these members will not meet until they are all gathered in New York City to learn exactly how this is gonna go down.
Who gets chosen is not the crux of the show. What will make READY 2 ROCK compelling television is watching how the new bandmates interact and learn to work as a team.
THE HOST
READY 2 ROCK’s host will help to guide the bandmates and give them challenges.  Each week, these guys are given specific goals they need to achieve.  From week to week,
We’ll see them performing tasks designed to make a group of guys who just met grow closer to becoming a real band.
The host is a rocker who has been there.  He is someone who can wink at the audience, give decent advice and be loose and funny.  Most importantly, our host is iconic, not ironic.  
THE PANEL
READY 2 ROCK’s host is not its only voice of experience; at the end of each episode the bandmates will get an evaluation on their progress by a panel of folks in the music business.  The panel will ask the band questions about the choices they’ve made, and critique their decisions. They’ll give them props when they made the right decisions, and hammer them when they mess up. They’ll give insight and at times good and bad advice.  Undoubtedly, the panel will also fight amongst themselves, as each musician or producer may have very different advice for the same problem.
WHAT TYPE OF BAND MEMBERS ARE WE LOOKING FOR?

READY 2 ROCK is looking first and foremost for music superfans from all rock genres. Some will be encyclopedic in their rock knowledge, some just enamored with chicks and partying.  All bandmates must play instruments and some must be songwriters. 

Two of them will believe they are undeniably the front man.

READY 2 ROCK will audition people age 40+ from all over the United States, holding auditions and interviews to find just the right four or five people that haven’t been able get over the fact they didn’t have their shot at rock stardom. Whether it’s the money manager with the perfect wife, two kids, and the vintage Gibson guitar collection he has nowhere to play; or the contractor who always wanted to make his living as a drummer, but built his dream house instead of following his dream; or the guy who still lives in his parents’ basement.  These people come from all walks of life and all musical backgrounds.

Now given this once-in-a-lifetime chance, their challenge will be to work together to come up with a cohesive sound and look, to write awesome (or not so awesome) songs and to learning the realities of being in a band -- all of them. 
From rehearsals to terrible gigs to arguments over songs to making money.  READY 2 ROCK will set them up, to see how they deal with the harsh realities of the lifestyle they once could only dream of.

That’s READY 2 ROCK.
Your second chance to be the ROCK STAR you know you are.
